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Scouts To The Rescue 2008

Webelos Readyman Program Information
Overview

The Webelos Readyman Program will consist of 5 Stations. Each Station will last approximately 25 minutes.
These five Stations will cover most of the requirements for the badge. Total time for the Readyman Program
will be 2 hrs and 30 minutes, allowing time for movement between stations. There will be 2 Sessions, a
morning with a 9:00 AM start time and an afternoon with a 1:00 PM start time. In each Session the Webelos
Scouts will be divided into five Classes. Each Class will rotate through the Stations following a pre-
determined schedule and will be escorted from Station to Station.

All participants will be assigned to a particular Session before the event. Requests for specific Sessions will
be filled on a first come, first served basis. If the Session you request has been closed out, you will be
advised by phone in advance. You will then have the option of enrolling in the alternate Session, attending
the General Program, or obtaining a refund. Class sizes must remain limited in order to adequately provide
instruction. Readyman registration will be closed once the target number of participants is reached.

Readyman Station Descriptions

1. Serious bleeding, nosebleeds, shock
This station will enable the student to identify the various types of serious bleeding injuries and demonstrate
the correct methods to stop or slow the bleeding until help arrives

2. Rescue breathing, heart attack
Students will learn to identify stopped breathing and demonstrate various techniques in order to help the
distressed person until help arrives. Students will also learn to identify the signs of a heart attack.

3. First Aid Kit Demonstration and explanation, po ison, emergency numbers
Be Prepared to explain the uses for all items in a first aid kit. Examine equipment from a working ambulance
and learn how professionals respond to emergencies in your town.

4. Heimlich maneuver, choking
Learn how to perform the Heimlich maneuver on both conscious and unconscious victims.

5. Basic first aid for cuts and scratches, burns and scalds, frostbite and sunburn
Learn basic first aid for treatment of the above and prevention.

General Program Information

Readyman Program participants should read the "General Program Information" handout which contains
important details about activity stations, buses, fire buckets, parking, patches, safety rules, schedules, etc.
All Readyman registrants are automatically entitled to attend the General Program at no extra charge.

 Webelos Readyman Program Registration

You MUST be pre-registered to take the Readyman Program, there will be no walk-on’s accepted.  Webelos
Scouts can participate in either the AM Session (9:00 - 11:30 AM) or PM Session (1:00 - 3:30 PM).  The
fees are $13 youth and $7 adult. There is no early or late fee. The Registration Deadline is Friday,
September 26, 2008. Registration will be closed once the target number of participants is reached.

No refunds for the Readyman Program will be given after September 26, 2008, except as noted in the
Overview Section above, but substitutions will be permitted.

Contact Person Procedure

The only way to register for the Readyman Program is to use the interactive, online Webelos Readyman
Program Registration Form that can be found at  http://mad-bsa.org/rescue2008/register_online
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This Form is intended to be used by Packs or Dens and not (usually) individuals. A Contact Person should
be selected for each group to enter the information online for all the members of the group.

Online registration will start on Monday, September 1, 2008.

Contact Persons, please only use the Webelos Readyman Program Registration Form to register for the
Readyman  Program. Do not use the General Program Registration Form. Do NOT list or count any youth or
adults on both forms. Do not pay twice!

Contact Persons, after  you submit the online form, you will receive an email Confirmation listing all the data
that was entered and the time and date. Please print a copy of this Confirmation and attach it to the fee
payment that you make to the Council Office. More details will be found online and in the Confirmation.

Contact Persons, please remember that after you submit your registration information online, your
registration is not complete until you have (1) paid your fees; (2) submitted an Image Release Form (see
below) for each of your registered participants, both youth and adult. and (3) submitted an Authorization For
Transportation Form (see below) for each Webelos Scout who is not accompanied by a parent or guardian.
The Image Release Forms and Transportation Forms should also be turned in to the Council Office. It would
be helpful. if you could turn in these forms as a group, but it is more important that they be turned in as soon
as possible.

Special Bus Service

In addition to the General Program bus service from 8:30 AM to 4:30 PM. there will be a special bus service
from 8:00 AM to 8:30 AM that is primarily intended for Webelos Readyman AM participants, but it is
recognized that some participants will be coming in groups that include non-participants as well.

Supervision

Each Class will have adult Monitors who will accompany the Class during the Program. Class Monitors need
to be registered Scout leaders. Please contact Tina at ready2008[at]mad-bsa[dot]org if you are interested in
serving as a Class Monitor.

Other adults accompanying the Scouts are encouraged to take advantage of the outdoor activities available
during this time. Those adults who do wish to remain with a Class during instruction are asked to refrain
from talking as this is disruptive to the Scouts and instructors. No Eating or Drinking will be permitted in the
classrooms and any disruptive behavior by a Scout or adult will be dealt with accordingly, up to and
including being taken out of the Readyman Program. Some classrooms have no room for any extra adults.

Image Release Forms

All participants MUST complete an Image Release Form or they will NOT be admitted to the event. See the
next page for the Form. Contact Persons, please remember that after you submit your registration
information online, your registration is not complete until you have submitted an Image Release Form for
each of your registered participants, youth and adult. Please do not use the Image Release Form that is
included with the General Program Information handout, if you are registering with the Webelos Readyman
Registration Form.

Authorization For Transportation Forms

This Form can be found on the second page following. It is required for a Webelos Scout who is attending
the Webelos Readyman Program with an adult other than his parent or guardian. This Form is not needed
for a Webelos Scouts whose parent/guardian is also in attendance.
